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Utilize Integrated Pest Management techniques, such as biological controls, genetic resistance, and minimize tilage

to decrease pesticide applications.
Provide habitats for owl, bat and bird populations, acting as a natural pest control.

Installed a cover crop of grasses, clover, and legumes to increase nitrogen fixation, increase soil nutrient levels, and

decrease erosion.

Created water collection basins along the inside of the vineyard terraces that empty into the

vineyard's underground drainage pipes, protecting against soil erosion.

Created wildlife corridors throughout the vineyards to allow for natural migration patterns of
local wildlife and continued access to streams and grazing areas.
